

RESOLUTION RE:
PROCLAMATION FOR 2010 CENSUS PROMOTION




IN RECOGNITION OF CENSUS DAY, APRIL 1, 2010


WHEREAS, the U.S. Census Bureau is required by the U.S. Constitution to conduct a count of the population every 10 years, since the first Census was taken in 1790; and
WHEREAS, this municipal government is committed to ensuring every resident of ________________ is counted; and
WHEREAS, more than $400 billion per year in federal and state funding is allocated to communities, and decisions are made on matters of national and local importance based, in part, on census data, including health care, community development, housing, education, transportation, and social services; and
WHEREAS, census data helps to determine how many seats each state will have in the U.S. House of Representatives and often is used for the redistricting of state legislatures, and voting districts; and
WHEREAS, the Census Bureau protects confidentiality and ensures that the data identifying respondents or their household not be released or shared for 72 years.
NOW, THEREFORE, WE PROCLAIM that this governing body is committed to partnering with the U.S. Census Bureau to help ensure a full and accurate count in 2010.  As a 2010 Census partner, we will:

1. Recognize April 1, 2010 as Census Day, and support the 2010 Census in our community.

2. Encourage residents in our community to complete the 2010 Census to ensure a full and accurate census count.
3. Collaborate with municipalities and community groups to promote participation and recognize the importance of the 2010 Census.
